Mark Knopfler is an acclaimed British singer-songwriter, guitarist, and
record producer who has composed several film scores, including
The Princess Bride. He is best known as the lead singer, lead guitarist,
and songwriter of internationally celebrated rock band Dire Straits.

Nicholas Buc, conductor (Feb 13 & 14)
Nicholas Buc made his TSO début in May 2025.

Nicholas Buc is an Award-winning composer, conductor, and
arranger with over 20 years’ experience in the music industry. He
has composed music for film, television, and the concert hall, with
some of his work being screened at festivals and theatres around
Australia, Asia, and the US. As the recipient of the prestigious Brian
May Scholarship, he completed a master’'s degree in scoring for film
and multimedia at New York University, receiving the Elmer Bernstein
Award in Film Scoring.

He recently completed work on the Australian feature film Slant, starring Sigrid Thornton
and Pia Miranda, which won Best Australian Feature at Monster Fest 2022. He also scored the
Ukrainian documentary Slava, which won Best Short Film at Byron All Shorts Flickerfest 2023.

He has worked with Wynton Marsalis and the Jazz at Lincoln Center Orchestra, Nick
Cave and Warren Ellis, Chris Botti, Amanda Palmer, Ben Folds, and Australian pop sensation
Tina Arena. He has written arrangements for Birds of Tokyo, Missy Higgins, and Vera Blue, and
worked on Junior MasterChef, The Voice Australia, and the 2021 AFL Grand Final.

Buc is highly sought-after as a conductor for live film concerts, having conducted the
world premiéres of Star Wars: The Last Jedi, Close Encounters of the Third Kind, The Lion King
(2019), Beauty and the Beast (2017), Shrek 2, and Harry Potter and the Deathly Hallows: Part 2.

He is also the only person in the world to have conducted all three original Star Wars
films in concert in one day.

Lucas Waldin, conductor (Feb 15)
Lucas Waldin made his TSO début in December 2012.

Lucas Waldin is a dynamic and versatile conductor whose
performances have delighted audiences across North America. He
has collaborated with some of today’s most exciting artists including
Carly Rae Jepsen, Barenaked Ladies, Ben Folds, the Canadian Brass,
Crash Test Dummies, and Leslie Odom Jr., in addition to conducting
presentations such as Disney in Concert, Blue Planet Live, Cirque de
la Symphonie, and the groundbreaking symphonic début of R&B duo
Dvsn as part of the global Red Bull Music Festival.

Waldin has been a guest conductor for numerous orchestras in the US and Canada,
including The Cleveland Orchestra, the Houston Symphony, the Dallas Symphony, the
Grant Park Festival Orchestra, the St. Louis Symphony, the Seattle Symphony, the Baltimore
Symphony, the Vancouver Symphony, the Calgary Philharmonic, and the Toronto Symphony.

Having joined the Edmonton Symphony Orchestra (ESO) as Resident Conductor in 2009,
Waldin was subsequently appointed Artist-in-Residence and Community Ambassador—the
first position of its kind in North America. He appeared with the ESO over 150 times and
conducted in Carnegie Hall during the orchestra’s participation in the 2012 Spring for Music
festival. In recognition of his accomplishments, he was awarded the Jean-Marie Beaudet
Award in Orchestra Conducting, and received a Citation Award from the City of Edmonton
for outstanding achievements in arts and culture.

A native of Toronto, Waldin holds degrees in flute and conducting from the Cleveland
Institute of Music.
